About the Poll

The 2008 Recycling Poll is a statewide survey conducted by the Social Science Research Institute at the University of Tennessee,
Knoxville. The Poll was conducted under a contract with Scenic Tennessee, Inc. The survey was conducted March 2-20, 2008.
777 randomly selected adults were interviewed by telephone, providing a margin of error of approximately +/- 3.5 percentage
points at the 95% confidence level. The sample includes only registered voters. Trained personnel using a computer-assisted
telephone interviewing (CATI) system conducted all interviews. Respondents were selected by random-digit dialing. The survey
was designed and analyzed by Dr. Michael Gant, who is Professor of Political Science at UT-Knoxville and Director of the UT
